Friday: Arrival after 3:00 p.m. by reservation only.

Gate Closes at 8:00 p.m.

Saturday: Arrival and check-in time 7:00 - 9:00 a.m.

Parking and unloading: Front gate/elk pen

Ride begins: Promptly at 9:30 a.m. (no exceptions)

Arrive for lunch stop: 11:45 a.m.
Lunch and rest period: 12:00 noon
Afternoon ride begins: 1:00 p.m.
Ride ends: Approximately 3:30pm

Dinner: Approximately 4:00pm

e Riders under age 18 must be accompanied by a
parent or guardian.

e Shoes on your horses are recommended.
e Riding is prohibited except during the ride.
e No riding double or riding bareback.

. KiTking horses must be flagged with red on their
tail. .

e No stallions.

e Do not pass trail leaders. Any exceptions could
cause confusion to the people behind and en-
danger riders.

e No littering, smoking or alcohol permitted.

e No pets on the trail.

Port-a-potties will be
provided and water is accessible 200 feet from
the camp. No electricity is available.
